Explanatory Notes
5.1: Adoption of a new constitution
At the Annual General Meeting in 2009, the members voted in favour of the PDHPE TA revising the existing constitution to reflect the guidelines in the new Associations Incorporation Act 2009.  The committee of the Association has employed and worked with an external consultant to assist the Association to develop a constitution which reflects the Associations Incorporation Act 2009, embodies ‘best practice’ in the management of associations, as well as reflecting the needs of our Association. 
The major differences between the current constitution and this proposed new constitution are that, in this proposed new constitution;
· applications for membership and the Register of members are managed by the Public Officer
· the criteria under which a person ceases to be a member of the Association have increased
· there are changes to the Register details for Committee Members and this will include the date they have taken office, their date of birth and the date they have vacated office, as required by the Act
· the monetary value of entrance fees and annual membership fees are not specified, and this amount is able to be determined by the Committee
· a Committee will be elected to control and manage the affairs of the Association.  This Committee will determine which Committee Members will hold office-bearer positions and this determination will occur annually.  Committee Members will retire after the annual general meeting following their three year term, but they are eligible for re-election, providing they have not been on the Committee for three consecutive terms (9 years).
· a Committee Member must be off the committee for a 12 month period if they have served 3 consecutive terms on the Committee.
· nominations for Committee Members in an ‘election’ annual general meeting year, must be made in writing 28 days prior to the date of the proposed annual general meeting. Nominations will not be taken from the floor.
· there is the inclusion of rule 19 regarding the removal of Committee Members
· the Committee must appointment of a Public Officer who has a range of administrative duties
· the range of ways in which a casual vacancy in the Committee can occur have increased
· cheques, drafts, bills of exchange etc must be signed or appropriately authorized by the Treasurer and another of the persons authorised to do so by the Committee.
· there is the inclusion of rule 44 about disclosure of interests of Committee Members
This new constitution has been developed by the Committee over a period of 18 months.  The Committee has discussed and consulted on this new proposed constitution at some length.  We believe that it provides a clear set of rules for the Association and also has significant longevity for the Association.
5.2: Adoption of a new name
With the development of an Australian curriculum for Health and Physical Education, which will begin implementation in NSW in the next few years, the Committee believes that changing the Association’s name from PDHPE Teachers’ Association to Health and Physical Education Teachers’ Association will ensure the Association’s name and focus is reflective of our Australian curriculum area, and will also provide the opportunity for the Association to broaden its membership base in the future if the Association deems this appropriate.
5.3: Amendments to the proposed constitution
These amendments are simply to modify the constitution to reflect the new name. This resolution will only be put forward if Members approve the new constitution and the new name and would only apply if the new constitution and new name are registered by the Director-General and the amended constitution is then registered by the Director-General.
